STRONGER. ONCE THE COTTON IS SEEDED, 
IT’S TIME TO KEEP IT HYDRATED: IRRIGATION 
COMES IN. AROUND JULY AND AUGUST, THE 
PLANTS MATURE, FLOWERS START TO OPEN, 
AND FARMERS CHECK FOR BUGS AND PESTS 
TO MAINTAIN THE CROP HARVEST.

SEPTEMBER AND OCTOBER ARE THE PICKING 
MONTHS. HARVESTERS STILL HAND-PICK 
THE COTTON FROM MALVACEAE PLANTS, AS 
THIS IS THE ONLY WAY TO ENSURE PERFECT, 
CONTAMINATION-FREE COTTON.

AFTER THE HARVEST, THE COTTON IS 
GINNED - THE PROCESS WHERE STAPLES 
AND SEEDS ARE SEPARATED - SPUN, THEN 
WOVEN INTO OUR DENIM AND GABARDINE.

EGYPTIAN COTTON FIBERS ARE LONG 
(LS), AND EXTRA-LONG (ELS). THIS MEANS 
GREATER STRENGTH, AS THE FABRIC 
SURFACE HAS FEWER EXPOSED FIBER ENDS, 
WHICH IS USUALLY THE SPOT WHERE THE 
SIGNS OF WEAR APPEAR. 

LONG FIBERS ALSO MEAN THINNER YARNS, 
SO WE CAN TIGHTLY WEAVE MORE FIBERS 
WITHIN A SQUARE INCH, REACHING A HIGHER 
THREAD COUNT OVERALL. THIS TIGHT 
WEAVE GIVES OUR FABRICS THE LUXURIOUS, 

GOOD COTTON IS ABOUT VARIETY, STRENGTH, 
UNIFORMITY, ELASTICITY, AND COLOR.  
 
FOR THE HIGHEST QUALITY, YOU NEED
